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��������TARTING SCHOOL 
(To be read in conjunction with full official admissions policy ) 
 
It is very important that children’s transition into school is smooth.  Therefore we have developed our 
induction process over many years for the social and educational benefit of the children. 
 
Parents are welcome to make appointments to look around the school at a mutually convenient time 
for them and the Headteacher.  Once you have been offered and accepted a place at Petersgate there 
are various meetings which will help with the process.  You are strongly urged to take part in all 
stages of the induction process to give your child the very best chance to settle into school. 
 
Reception children starting in September 
 
Initial parent’s meeting – in the Summer term before children are due to start school, parents are 
invited to an evening meeting where they will meet the reception year staff and have an opportunity 
to explore the areas in which their children will be working. 
 
Pre-school visits - there will be opportunities during the summer term before children start school for 
the children and parents to visit their classrooms and meet the reception staff.  There will be an 
opportunity for parents to hear about some of the school routines and have questions answered.  
Many children also visit with their pre-school staff. 
 
Home visits - we offer every family the opportunity of a home visit.  We find these enormously 
successful  in helping to build relationships between the school and the family.   
 
All children are entitled to a full time place from September, However we do offer the opportunity 
for later entry if parents would prefer. 
 
 
Children starting school in any year group other than Reception in September 
 
Prospective parents are invited to visit the school, meet with Headteacher and see the children at 
work.  Once a firm decision has been made to apply for a place at Petersgate it is strongly 
recommended that the child also visits the school while it is in session. 
 
Parents will work with the headteacher to agree the best way of organising the induction.  It may be 
preferable for a child to spend an initial afternoon before commencing full time. On the first day 
please bring your child to the office so that you can be taken to class, introduced to the teacher and 
your child can be allocated a companion. 
 
Parents are strongly urged to keep in close contact with the teacher during the first few weeks to 
ensure your child settles quickly and happily. 
 
Procedure for applying for a place for years 1 and 2 and late applications to year R 
 
Parent/guardian completes “Application for a School Place” form from the school.

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Petersgate Infant School Admission Policy for 2012-2013  
2357_Petersgate Infant School 

This policy will apply to all admissions from 1 September 2012, including in-year admissions.  The authority’s 
Fair Access protocol will be applied alongside the policy to secure the admission of vulnerable pupils from 
specific groups. It will be used during 2011-12 for allocating places for September 2012 as part of the main 
admission round for Year R.  
 
Admission Criteria 

Hampshire County Council is the admission authority for all community and voluntary controlled primary and 
secondary schools.  The admission arrangements are determined by the County Council, after statutory consul-
tations.  

 
The County Council will consider first all those applications received by the published deadline of midnight 
on Sunday 15 January 2012. Applications submitted after midnight 15 January 2011 but before 17 February 
2012 will be considered after all on-time applications have been fully processed unless exceptional circum-
stances merit consideration alongside on-time applications. Notifications to parents offering a primary 
school place will be sent by the County Council on Thursday 19 April 2012. 
 
The published admission number (PAN) for Petersgate Infant School for 2012-2013 is 60. 
 
For the main admission round, all on time preferences will be considered simultaneously and ranked in accor-
dance with the admission criteria. If more than one school can offer a place, the parent’s highest stated avail-
able preference will be allocated.  
 
If the school is oversubscribed, places will be offered in the following priority order. Places for applications 
received after the deadline will be allocated using the same criteria: 
 
1.  Children who are in the care of a local authority or provided with accommodation by that authority in 

accordance with Section 22 of the Children Act 1989. (A letter from the Children’s Services Depart-
ment confirming the child’s status must be provided.) 
 
2. Children or families who have a serious medical, physical or psychological condition which 
makes it essential that the child attends Petersgate Infant School rather than any other. (Appropriate 
medical or psychological evidence must be provided in support.)  

 
3. Children living in the catchment area of Petersgate Infant School who at the time of application 
have a sibling on the roll of Petersgate Infant School or its linked junior school, Clanfield Junior 
School, who will still be on roll at the time of admission.   

 
4.  Other children living in the catchment area of Petersgate Infant School. 
 
5. Children living outside the catchment area of Petersgate Infant School who at the time of application 

have a sibling on the roll of Petersgate Infant School or its linked junior school, Clanfield Junior School, 
who will still be on roll at the time of admission.  

 
6.  Other children living outside the catchment area of Petersgate Infant School. 
 

* This includes children who at the time of application have a sibling for whom the offer of a place 
has been accepted, even if the sibling is not yet attending.  ‘Sibling’ refers to brother or sister, half 
brother  or half sister, adoptive brother or adoptive sister, step brother or step sister, and includes 
children living as siblings in the same family unit. 

 
 
N.B. School Closures statement. 

 In the event of a school closure, pupils from the closing school may be given a higher priority (for 
example this might include the child being treated as in-catchment) within the admission criteria for 
any school nominated as the receiving school.  Specific arrangements will be determined by the Local 
Authority in accordance with the School Admissions Code and will be published at the time for the 
specific schools affected by a particular closure. 
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Permanent Residence 

The child’s permanent residence is where they live, normally including weekends and during school holidays as well as 
during the week, and should be used for the application. The permanent address of children who spend part of their week 
with one parent and part with the other, at different addresses, will be the address at which they spend most of their time. 
 
Distance measurement 

If the school is oversubscribed from within any of the above categories, straight line distance will be used to prioritise appli-
cations; applicants living nearer the school have priority. Hampshire County Council’s Geographic Information Systems 
(GIS) will be used to determine distances (from the Ordnance Survey home address point to the school office). Distances 
from multiple dwellings will give priority to the ground floor over the first floor and so on. On individual floors, distances 
will be measured to the stairs leading to the communal entrance. This method of prioritising admissions will also apply to 
any ‘school specific’ criterion unless otherwise stated in the school's brochure. 
 
Multiple births 

If the last pupil to be offered a place within the school’s published admission number (PAN) is a multiple birth or same 
cohort sibling, any further same cohort sibling will be admitted, if the parents so wish, even though this may raise the intake 
number above the school’s PAN. The PAN will remain unchanged so that no other pupil will be admitted until a place be-
comes available within the PAN.  
 
 
Pupils with statements of special educational needs 

The governing body will admit any pupil whose final statement of special educational needs names the school. This is not 
an oversubscription criterion. Where possible such children will be admitted within the PAN. 
 
In-Year Fair Access placements by the local authority 

The local authority must ensure that all pupils are placed in schools as quickly as possible. It may therefore sometimes be 
necessary for a pupil to be placed by the local authority, or a local placement panel acting on behalf of the authority, in a 
particular school even if there is a waiting list for admission. Such placements will be made in accordance with the provi-
sions of any protocol approved by the Admission Forum, based on legislation and government guidance. If an admission 
through Fair Access raises the number on roll above the PAN, no further pupil will be admitted from the waiting list until a 
place becomes available within the PAN. 
 
Waiting list 

When all available places have been allocated, a waiting list will be operated by the local authority. Any places that become 
available will be allocated according to the criteria of the admission policy with no account being taken of the length of 
time on the waiting list or any priority order expressed as part of the main admission round. Fair Access admissions and 
school closure arrangements will take priority over the waiting list. 
 
The waiting list will be reviewed and revised –  

each time a child is added to, or removed from, the waiting list; 
when a child’s changed circumstances will affect their priority; 
at the end of each school year, when parents with a child on the waiting list will be contacted and asked if they wish 

to remain on the list for the following school year. 
 

At the time of receiving an offer of a school place parents will be advised of the process for having their child’s name on a 
school’s waiting list. Parents may keep their child’s name on the waiting list of as many schools as they wish and for as 
long as they wish. 
 
 
Deferred entry to Year R 

Pupils reach statutory school age at the beginning of the term following their fifth birthday, but, in Hampshire, most pupils 
are admitted as rising fives. Parents can request that the date their child is admitted is deferred until later in the year or until 
the child reaches compulsory school age. Pupils will normally be admitted at the start of a school term. If parents of sum-
mer born rising fives wish to defer their admission until they reach statutory school age, admission will be considered for 
Year 1, their appropriate year group. 
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��������DMISSION ARRANGEMENTS FOR YEAR R PUPILS IN 2012/2013 
 

In law, parents do not have to send their child to school at all.  However, they have a duty to 
ensure that the child is in full-time education at the start of the term following the child’s 
fifth birthday.  For the vast majority of children this will mean attending school.  Hampshire 
community and voluntary controlled infant and primary schools admit Year R pupils by the  
second week of term in the school year in which the child has his or her fifth birthday, if the 
parents wish to take up this opportunity for their child.  This is subject to the headteacher’s 
professional judgement, following discussion with the parents, about 
 
¨ when the child is ready to be admitted 
¨ how many sessions the child should attend 
 
The arrangements for moving a child from part-time to full-time attendance will need to take 
into account the child’s pre-school education experience and readiness to cope with the full 
number of sessions. 
 
Where parents do not wish to take this opportunity for early admission, schools may admit 
their child(ren) at the beginning of either the spring term or the summer term, according to 
the parents’ wishes, but this will depend on the availability of places.  Place cannot be re-
served, they can only be offered if available at the time requested by the parents. 
 
Parents will be informed of specific arrangements for admission and the induction period for 
their children when government legislation and the organisation of the school permit. 
 
It is expected that before being admitted children will: 
 
· be able to use the toilet independently (and usually be dry during the day); 
 
· have some independence in 

dressing and feeding them-
selves; 

 
· be able to communicate their 

needs; 
 
· be able to cope with the de-

mands of a school setting.

If  you would like your child to come to Petersgate Infant School in September 2012 you 
must complete an application form and return it to Hampshire County Council by Midnight 
on Sunday 15th January 2012. This form  can be collected from the local catchment school 
for your home address.  If you are not sure if you live in our catchment area, please contact 
the school.  We cannot give you a form if you live in the catchment area of another school, 
which is where you will need to collect your form. 
 
The Department for Education and Skills has agreed a standard number for Petersgate Infant 
School of 60 pupils.   
 
Petersgate Infant School is non-denominational and can admit up to the Standard Number of 
60 children into the Reception classes in 2011/2012.  Petersgate Infant School regularly runs 
mixed age classes and is very likely to do so for the foreseeable future. 
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��������HE SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT 
 
· There are six class bases with use of a wet area for creative activities.  Reception classes are on one side 

of the school and Year 1 and Year 2 class areas on the other side.  On each side there are shared role 
play areas which enable the children to mix easily with a range of children and adults and share 
resources and ideas.  A library  is sited on one wing and contains a large selection of fiction and non-
fiction books which children can enjoy.  There is also a large book area in the Early Years area with 
comfortable cushions where children can enjoy reading. Each class can use the canopy for work outside 
as well as our gazebo. The building is decorated in colours designed to enhance the peaceful and 
purposeful atmosphere. The school has been fitted with security doors and the front entrance hall was 
refurbished recently to further improve school security and to create a welcoming reception area.   

 
· The grounds consist of an extensive grassed area, a playground and covered play area.  The grounds 

have been further enhanced with a trim trial and a gazebo to provide shade.    We also have a delightful 
picnic area set amongst trees for shade. The school has been working with several agencies to improve 
and plan the development of the grounds.  There is a kitchen garden, supported by volunteers and The 
Royal Horticultural Society. The garden is used extensively by the children in school time and as an 
after school activity. We have other projects supported by The Co-op and Barclays Bank. These projects 
aim to utilise the whole site as an educational resource. The school has won a prestigious European 
award for work in the environment and was one of ten schools, nationally, involved in a pilot scheme to 
develop school grounds as a valuable resource.  The large, enclosed pond area is a tremendous resource 
for learning as well as providing a natural habitat for many species of plants and animals.  The school is 
now used as a training base for teachers wishing to learn more about teaching gardening. 

 
· Petersgate School is in the village of Clanfield and is an important part of the community. The building 

is used by Brownie and Beaver groups.  
 
· A pre-school is located within the school grounds. 
 
· Access for vehicles is controlled by an electronic, video system. To gain vehicular access drivers press a 

buzzer, talk to the office and the gates are opened. Access will not be granted between 8.30 am and 9.00 
am and from 3.00 pm to 3.30 pm. Registered disabled drivers can apply for a remote opening “clicker.” 

 
· Pedestrian access is always possible by using the side gate. 
 
· There is a rear access gate leading to the housing east of the school.  It is open at the beginning and end 

of each school day.   
 
· There is no access to the school site for anybody unless they are attending to school business or 

attending another function that is being held at the school. 
 
· Petersgate School is in the village of Clanfield and is an important part of the community. The building 

is used by a local pre-school and Clanfield Gardening Club. 
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����� ���E AIM TO MAKE PETERSGATE

OPEN FUTURES—GROW IT—COOK IT—ASK IT—FILM IT 
 
Petersgate School has been involved in the above scheme for several years.  The children 
participate in gardening, cooking, philosophy sessions and filming.  We have recorded many 
improvements in children’s knowledge and understanding. Since joining the project children 
have made excellent progress in all areas of the curriculum. 
We are currently involved in developing a new strand for the project called Express it! This 
project involves developing “The Arts.” 
 
Our success within their project has resulted in Petersgate becoming a ‘hub’ school for the 
project, sharing our knowledge with other local schools. 
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HEALTHY SCHOOLS  
 
Petersgate Infant School has been awarded 
Healthy School Award. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) 
 
This aspect of the curriculum  continues to be seen as underpinning work in all other areas 
and is fundamental to children achieving their full potential.  It includes work on personal 
values and an understanding of themselves and others. 
 
Regular circle times, an opportunity to discuss a range of issues, are built into the weekly 
plan  through Year 1 and 2.   The children will be encouraged to develop their social skills 
and to become increasingly aware of their emotions and the emotions of others through 
formal and informal input.  They will be given opportunities to develop their own self-
esteem and learn about their rights and responsibilities and the rights and responsibility of 
others.  The children will be encouraged to be independent and to think for themselves.  
Through this work they will be able to begin to take responsibility for their own learning and 
ultimately their own lives. 
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��������EACHING ORGANISATION AND CURRICULUM CONTENT 
 
Classes are organised after consideration has been given to the needs of the children and the number of 
children in each year group.  The organisation of our classes varies according to the number of children in 
each year group.  
 
Within the classes there are times when children are taught as a whole class, in groups and individually, 
depending on the subject being taught and the needs of the children.  Groupings are flexible. 
 
Special help is provided for children who encounter difficulty with basic subjects.  This is often given by 
the class teacher guided by the Special Needs Co-ordinator.  Teachers are supported by Teaching Assistants 
for part of each day. They work closely with individuals and small groups of children according to their 
identified needs.   
 
Able children are given opportunities to extend their talents, both inside the class and out.  We provide 
opportunities for small groups to do extension work in addition to work done in the classroom. 
 
In the Early Years (Reception) the work is planned under six main areas of learning, covered by the 
Foundation Stage.  As the children mature and are ready to cope with different types of learning, this work 
will be dovetailed into the National Curriculum which is the legal requirement for children from Year 1. 
Again the classteachers are supported by Teaching Assistants. 
 
The Foundation Stage is divided into six areas of learning: 
 
 Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
 Communication, Language and Literacy 
 Mathematical Development 
 Knowledge and Understanding of the World 
 Creative Development 
 Physical Development  
 
The National Curriculum is divided into the core subjects of: 
 

English, Mathematics, Science, Information Communication Technology (ICT), 
Religious Education (RE) 

 
and the foundation subjects of: 
 
 Art, Design & Technology, Geography, History, Music, Physical Education (PE).  

 
additionally: 
 
 Philosophy for Children, Citizenship and Personal, Social and Health Education (PSHE) 
 
 
These subjects form the statutory infant curriculum and our planning ensures comprehensive coverage.  
Many subjects are taught through a  topic based, cross curricular approach.  Where it is appropriate there is 
subject specific teaching.  Teachers plan together to ensure equality of opportunities and continuity and 
progression.    The Foundation Stage and the National Curriculum subjects are described in more detail 
below. 
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��������HE EARLY YEARS FOUNDATION STAGE 
 
The children start work on the Early Years Foundation Stage in their pre-school settings and the 
majority of children complete this stage of their education at the end of their Reception year.  
Much of the work will be practical and there will be a large emphasis on first hand experience and 
play.  The Early Years Foundation Stage is divided into six areas of learning. 
 
Personal , Social and Emotional  Development 
 
This work covers all aspects of personal, social, emotional, moral and spiritual development. 
 
At Petersgate we believe that this area of the curriculum underpins work in all other areas and is 
fundamental to children achieving their full potential.  It includes work on personal values and an 
understanding of themselves and others.   
 
These skills are taught formally through such activities as circle time and recall time as well as informally 
through all activities undertaken by the children.  The children will be encouraged to share apparatus and 
co-operate with others.  They will be given opportunities to take turns and to listen and respond to others. 
The children will develop skills to work as part of a larger group of children. 
 
The children will be encouraged to be independent.  There will be times when they choose their own 
resources, collect them and tidy them away.  They will begin to take responsibility for their own learning.  
They will be encouraged to consider and express their own feelings and beliefs and the feelings and beliefs 
of others. 
 
Communication, Language and Literacy 
 
This includes speaking, listening, reading and writing. 
 
The children will be increasing their vocabulary through talking and such activities as role play and the use 
of puppets.   They will be encouraged to listen to others and to respond appropriately to questions. 
 
The children will listen to stories and begin to learn to 
read.   
Books can go home every day so that you can enjoy 
sharing books from school with your child.  There will 
be opportunities for you to comment on your child’s 
reading progress and to share your child’s personal 
reading targets. 
 
The children will learn to form their letters using a 
cursive writing style.  They will be treated as writers 
from their first day in school and will be encouraged 
to make marks on paper and to develop their writing 
skills through structured teaching 
 
The teaching of reading and writing will be closely 
linked.  The children will learn about sentences, words 
and letters.    
 
 
. 
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Mathematical Development 
 
This includes work concerning the language of mathematics, numbers, patterns, shape and measures. 
 
Most early mathematics work will be practical in nature with little written mathematics.  Throughout the 
year, the children will be introduced to all aspects of maths including shape, measure and pattern work. 
 
Children will learn to sort objects, to count and to give a value to numbers.  They will add and subtract 
numbers by relating their mathematics to real life situations.  They will be encouraged to work mentally 
early on in their school life.  The children will copy and create patterns using a wide range of apparatus.   
They will learn the names of shapes and discover their properties.  The children will learn about 
measurement by comparing objects.  They will experience money through playing shops and visiting local 
shops. 
 
Through all their mathematics work the children will be encouraged to talk about their work and explain the 
methods they have used for solving problems.  They will be encouraged to see the patterns and 
relationships in mathematics. 
 
Knowledge and Understanding of the World 
 
This includes work on science, technology, history and geography - in fact all those aspects of the 
curriculum which help the child to make sense of the world. 
 
The children will learn to observe carefully and explore.  They will investigate living things, materials and 
physical processes such as sound, light and movement.  They will have opportunities to make things using a 
variety of materials.  They will fix things in a variety of ways.  They will learn how to handle tools and 
materials safely and with increasing control.  They will learn about their families and communities.  They 
will learn about the places where they live and play. 
 
From their early days in school the children will have opportunities to use Information Communication 
Technology (ICT) through the use of computers, tape recorders and programmable toys. 
 
Creative Development 
 
This will include work on music, art, stories, dance and imaginative play. 
 
Through creative work the children will learn to express their ideas and feelings.  They will be given 
opportunities to work with a wide range of art media such as paint, crayon, clay, collage and drawing.  They 
will have opportunities to play a wide range of simple percussion instruments.  They will compose simple 
pieces of music individually and in small or whole class groups.  They will listen and respond to a wide 
range of music.  They will express themselves through singing.  Children may respond to music they have 
heard through art work or through dance.  Creative work will give the children opportunities to express 
their imaginative ideas in ways which are natural and accessible to them. 
 
Physical Development 
 
This covers work on moving the whole body for physical activity and also hand and finger control for 
manipulating objects and for writing. 
 
The children will be given opportunities to run and climb.  There will be chances for the children to ride 
bikes, tricycles and scooters.  This will help the children to develop their gross motor control. There will be 
opportunities for the children to practise throwing and catching skills with different sized balls and bean 
bags.  Sometimes they will throw or kick balls on their own and at other times they will work with partners.  
The children will work inside and out to develop increasing control over their bodies.   
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��������HE NATIONAL CURRICULUM 
 
ENGLISH 
 
The National Curriculum for English is divided into 3 areas; speaking and listening, reading and writing.  
We plan specific activities for each of these aspects but acknowledge that all three areas are closely 
linked and have an effect on each other. 
 
Speaking & Listening – children are taught to listen, take turns, ask and answer questions, develop 
ideas and eventually to sustain an argument. 
 
Writing – We use a developmental approach to teach independent writing.  Children are encouraged to 
express themselves for a variety of purposes.  At the same time we follow a structured scheme for 
handwriting and spelling.  The children are taught to write using a joined, cursive script. 
 
Reading – our main reading scheme is the Oxford Reading Tree, supplemented by a variety of 
other books and a wealth of fiction and non-fiction in the library. 
 
It is very important that children enjoy reading and that they learn to read for meaning. 
 
We use a range of teaching methods including phonics and word recognition.  Children are 
taught strategies for de-coding unfamiliar words.  Parents are encouraged to participate and 
share in their child’s reading development. 
 
Children share group reading books with their teachers once or twice every week.  There may 
also be opportunities for children to read to another adult. 
 
Taking books home – children take home a book of their own choice from a box of books at an 
appropriate level.  Parents are asked to share these books with their children and comment in 
the reading diary.  Children are encouraged to take home their reading books every day but 
should remember to bring them back each morning as they are often needed during lesson 
times.  
 
Children have access to library books 
which can be changed frequently. 
 
 
National Literacy Strategy 
 
The children are taught English, 
according to the National Literacy 
Strategy, for at least one hour each day.  
There are also other times when some 
aspects of English, mainly extended 
writing and drama, are taught. 
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MATHEMATICS 
 
Mathematics is taught through a wide range of approaches with an emphasis on practical 
experiences.  Activities are carefully structured to develop the child’s understanding of new 
concepts in a open-ended and challenging way.  Children are encouraged to develop mental agility 
and a positive attitude towards mathematics.  All aspects of mathematics are taught; number, 
money, algebra, data handling, shape and space and measures. Children are taught to see patterns 
and relationships in mathematics. 
 
National Numeracy Strategy 
 
Mathematics is taught according to the National Numeracy Strategy.  The children will work in 
this way for 45 minutes to one hour each day.  This will constitute the main part of the 
mathematics work but there will also be other opportunities to investigate and develop a range of 
mathematical concepts. 
 
Maths Sharing 
 
Children in  Year 1 and 2 may take part in a maths sharing scheme where a special maths activity 
sheet is sent home on a fortnightly basis.  This is designed to follow up and reinforce maths work 
completed in the classroom.  Children in Year 1 join the scheme during the spring term.   
 
SCIENCE 
 
Science teaching focuses upon learning through first hand experience using the immediate 
environment, including the school grounds. 
 
Activities carried out involve the development of scientific skills and the furtherance of knowledge 
and understanding with regard to living things, materials and physical processes.  Using the 
computer is an integral part of the scientific process. 
 
INFORMATION COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY (ICT) 
 
We are well equipped with computer hardware at Petersgate. Each class has a digital camera and 
access to state of the art video equipment.  We subscribe to an internet educational activity site 
called Espresso which provides us with valuable resources to use in the classroom.   ICT also 
includes the use of tape recorders, videos, remote control units, televisions and suchlike. 
 
All children at Petersgate are taught ICT skills and most will be able to load, save, edit and print 
their computer work by the end of Year 2.  They will use appropriate software to generate and 
communicate their ideas, including text, tables, pictures and sound.  Children will be able to use a 
Concept Keyboard, tape recorder and CD ROM to carry out specific tasks.  Year 1 and 2 children 
use laptops in the classrooms.   
 
We are currently developing our own learning platform called Wizzkid. 
 
All classes are equipped with ‘interactive smart boards’ that enable the staff and children to access 
software and internet resources that enhance the quality of whole class and group teaching. 
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Religious Education 
 
We follow the Hampshire agreed syllabus – “Living Difference”.    Our Religious Education 
is broadly Christian but non-denominational.  Through stories, discussions and cross curricu-
lar topic work children are taught some of the basic principles of the Christian faith.  Chil-
dren are encouraged to reflect and respond thoughtfully to puzzling stories or experiences 
and to express their understanding through the expressive arts. 
 
Children are also introduced to the idea that different people have different beliefs.  We fo-
cus on festivals and stories of the Hindu religion.  Through learning about other people’s be-
liefs children will start to develop a tolerance of and interest in world religions. Parents 
wishing to withdraw their child from religious education should inform the Headteacher in 
writing.  Any children withdrawn will be supervised by a member of staff in another area of 
the school. 
 
Design Technology 
 
Through projects related to their current topics children are involved in designing, making 
and evaluating their work using a wider range of materials and tools. 
 
The correct use of equipment is taught and forms an integral part of the learning opportunity. 
The children really enjoy this practical, hands on activity. 
 
History  
 
Children start to learn about history by studying the secure and familiar.  Looking at their 
own life history, from birth to school age and then learning about the lives of parents and 
grandparents, children start to develop a sense of history. 
 
Through comparing and contrasting they start to appreciate how things have changed and 
develop an understanding of the past. 
 
Children learn about the way of life of people beyond living memory, through topics such as  
Victorian Christmas, Victorian Washday and At the Seaside 90 years ago. 
 
We also teach the children about famous people and famous events and about the history of 
the immediate locality around the school. 
 
Geography 
 
Geography is the study of the world around us.  We encourage an awareness of our world 
and the need to care for the environment in which we live.  The local area is used as a  
starting point for the teaching of geography. 
 
Children are taught to investigate the school and the local area and  compare them with other  
areas.  Through this they learn more about the human, economic and physical aspects of the  
environment. 
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Music 
 
Children are given opportunities to experience all aspects of music making, including per-
forming and writing down music. 
 
They use a wide range of instruments to explore rhythms and sounds.  Emphasis is given to 
listening and responding to different styles of music from the past and from other countries.  
Children are encouraged to sing a variety of songs and hymns from memory. 
 
Art 
 
The children are taught to express themselves in a variety of ways; painting, drawing, col-
lage, print making, sculpture, ceramics and textiles.  They are taught how to use tools and 
techniques and how to work safely.  They also look at the work of a variety of artists from 
different times and cultures.  Children’s work is highly valued and proudly displayed 
throughout the school 
 
Physical Education 
 
All children benefit from the different aspects of physical education.  To this end we plan for 
gym, games and dance and encourage participation through fun activities.   
 
Gym exercises the whole body, increases an awareness 
of shape, space and balance and helps with  
co-ordination.  Games concentrates on co-operation, 
ball control and the skills required to enable children to 
play simple net, invasion or batting and fielding games.   
Dance encourages children to work in co-operation with 
others exploring rhythm and expressing themselves 
through movement. We have a sports day each year 
where the children can demonstrate some of their 
achievements. 
 
The importance of healthy exercise and safety is  
emphasised throughout. 
 
Cooking 
 
The school has a small but well used cookery room. Often the ingredients used are from our 
school garden. The children are taught cooking skills, hygiene and what makes a healthy 
diet. 
 
Sex Education 
 
Sex Education is delivered through the life and living processes section of the science cur-
riculum.  Issues are taught appropriate to the age and maturity of the children and at Key 
Stage 1 largely deal with issues of health, hygiene and keeping safe.  Should issues of a sen-
sitive nature be raised we would respect the child’s enquiry and consult with individual par-
ents as necessary. 
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Assessment 
 
Children are constantly assessed throughout their time at school.  Teachers make judgements 
about every child’s learning and base their future teaching upon these judgements. 
 
  Formal statutory assessments are carried out during the Reception year—The Foundation 
Stage Profile gives a clear picture of a child’s development and progress in the reception 
year. Throughout Key Stage One regular assessments are conducted to monitor children’s 
progress. These assessments are compiled at the end of Year Two and children are statutorily 
assessed to national standards parents are informed of the outcomes of these assessments.   
 
Reporting Progress 
 
At Petersgate we believe in working in partnership with the parents and there are numerous 
opportunities to discuss the progress of your child. 
 
There will be two formal opportunities to see your child’s teacher each year.  Once a year 
you will be sent a written report detailing the progress made by your child. 
 
Teachers are always happy to meet with parents in addition to these times.  Often you can 
talk to the teacher before or after school although we do ask you to understand that between 
9.50 and 3.20 the teacher’s first responsibility is to their class.  If the teacher has another 
appointment or a meeting and cannot see you immediately, they will be happy to arrange a 
mutually convenient appointment.  If it is not easy for you to come into school it is often 
possible to speak to a member of staff on the telephone before or after school. 
 
Curriculum Newsletters 
 
The teachers compile a curriculum newsletter each term to inform the parents of the work 
which is being covered during that period of time.  This enables the parents to have relevant 
discussions at home with the children, to enhance their learning and to relate any work 
which they choose to undertake at home regarding the activities in school, should they wish 
to do so. 
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��������TANDARDS 
We are extremely proud of the standards achieved at Petersgate, both in terms of academic achievement and 
in the personal and social, creative and physical skills we regularly see displayed by our children.  It is 
necessary for us to continue to work on all aspects of every child’s development if those children are to be 
well-rounded, fulfilled individuals who reach their full potential.  It is very difficult to measure some of 
these skills and some of them will only be fully realised as children continue on their educational journey.  
However, it is possible for us to measure some aspects of academic success and to compare these with 
National Standards.   
 
Level 3 is the expected level for an average 9 year old and represents a fantastic achievement for a Year 2 
child.

Children are not supervised before 8.40am and are 
the responsibility of parents until that time.  
Children should not be on the school site without 
a responsible adult before 8.40am.

Afternoon Arrangements:

Many older Year 2 children like to be given the opportunity to meet their parents at the end 
of the drive.  Provided the teacher has 
been informed we are very happy with 
this arrangement. 
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				� ���EHAVIOUR MANAGEMENT 
 
Philosophy 
 
At Petersgate our behaviour management policy reflects our philosophy of recognising each 
child as a unique and valuable member of our own community. We want to develop children 
with high self esteem who treat others with respect.  
 
Good behaviour is rewarded while inappropriate behaviour is dealt with firmly and fairly. 
Every opportunity is taken to encourage self discipline; children are supported in accepting 
responsibility for their own actions and behaviour.   
 
We share responsibility with parents for the social development of the children. We 
acknowledge that good behaviour begins at home and that children’s behaviour is ultimately 
the responsibility of the parents. 
 
Reward System 
 
Each child has a special book to collect the stickers they receive for good work, good 
behaviour and for any deed or action seen to be for the benefit of our school community. The 
stickers are of many types, sizes and styles with the ultimate being the Headteacher’s Award. 
 
Each Friday we hold a celebration assembly when one child from each class receive a 
Petersgate certificate to acknowledge their individual efforts over the previous week.  We 
also encourage children to bring in certificates, trophies and medals which they have 
received out of school. These range from football trophies to dancing certificates and judo to 
being Beaver of the week. This opportunity is excellent for children to be able to 
demonstrate their personal skills and interests. 
 

��������DUCATIONAL VISITS AND OPPORTUNITIES 
 
Educational visits may not take the children very far 
but the impact on their education is enormous.  We 
take every opportunity to make the curriculum as 
meaningful as possible by providing stimulating 
visitors and experiences.  We host performances by 
various theatre groups and entertainers to enhance 
the work being done in the classes. 
 
Parents are asked to make a voluntary contribution 
to cover the cost of these visits. You will receive 
prior notification as to the cost for each child and it 
will be possible to pay this in instalments if that is more suitable. No child will be prevented 
from participating in an educational visit which is part of the necessary work for the 
curriculum. If too many parents choose not to contribute towards the cost of an educational 
visit it will be cancelled. 
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����OLLECTIVE WORSHIP 
 
Every day children take part in some form of collective worship. Assemblies can be for  the 
whole school, year groups or individual classes.  Assemblies are respected as a quiet, calm 
time where children learn to respond, reflect and revere. Worship is of a mainly Christian 
nature and follows biblical and moral themes.  We often feature visitors from the commu-
nity. 
 
 
Parents wishing to withdraw their child from collective worship on religious grounds should 
inform the Headteacher in writing.  Any children withdrawn will be supervised by a member 
of staff in another area of the school.

����� ���OME/SCHOOL AGREEMENT  
 
At Petersgate we are totally committed to working in partnership with our parents.  From 
September 1999 it has been a legal requirement for all schools to have a formal Home/
School agreement.  Therefore all parents were consulted during the process of producing our 
agreement.  The agreement has put into writing the good practice which already existed.  All 
parents are sent two copies of the home/school agreement; they are respectfully requested to 
sign one copy and return it to school. 
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����� ���OMEWORK POLICY  
 
At Petersgate we define homework as any task, game, activity or conversation which devel-
ops the child academically, physically, socially and which happens outside school hours.  
We believe that learning is broad and can happen anywhere and at any time.  It is important 
for the school to value all activities which the child undertakes. 
 
Parents often ask for ways they can support their child’s learning at home and we are happy 
to work with parents on this.  Therefore reading books and library books may be taken home 
daily.   The school runs the IMPACT Maths scheme for children in year 1 and 2 for those 
families who request maths activities to be sent home. 
 
Termly curriculum newsletters keep parents informed of what the children are doing in 
school.  Teachers are always happy to give parents ideas for how to support learning at 
home. 
 

��������ALS OF PETERSGATE (PoPs) 
 
We have a very active committee who work hard to arrange events and raise money to en-
hance the education of all the children.  Some of the events that have been organised are 
Summer, Christmas and Easter Fairs, discos, non-uniform days, car boot sales and quiz 
nights. 
 
The money raised has been used to install a trim trail  and wooden play area in the grounds; 
a gazebo, pay for theatre groups, new ICT equipment and storage facilities, Mini Bus, stage 
lighting and play boat.  A list of committee members is available at school. 
 
 





����OMMUNITY LINKS 
 
Petersgate is very much at the heart of the 
community of Clanfield. We have close 
links with local pre-schools, schools and 
churches.

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��������BSENCE 
 
Absence because of illness 
By law we are required to keep a record of all absences, therefore it is imperative that you inform us, 
as soon as possible, if your child is ill or is absent due to a visit to the doctor or hospital. 
If we have not been contacted by 10.10am we will telephone parents to ascertain the reason for  
absence. 
 
 
Leave of Absence 
 
Please give very serious consideration to taking children out of school as it can have a very disruptive 
effect on their education. Request forms for any leave of absence are available from the school office 
and must be filled in before the absence. 
 
 
Accidents and illness 
If children are unwell or involved in an accident we always try to inform you.  However, if you can-
not be contacted in an emergency, the Headteacher or delegated member of staff will act “in loco 
parentis” and sign any necessary authorisation.  Please make sure that emergency contact numbers 
lodged with the office are kept up to date. 
 
 

��������ECURITY 
 
All visitors report to the office, sign our visitor’s book and collect a visitor’s badge.   
 
Should you need to collect your child during the school day, please collect your child from 
the office and not directly from the classroom. 
 
If, in an emergency, you ask someone else to collect your child, please either phone us with 
the information or give the other person some written authority. 
 
WE NEVER RELEASE CHILDREN TO UNKNOWN PERSONS UNLESS WE

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��������ROUNDS 
 
Car parking 
 
From 8.30 am to 3.30 pm the school gates are closed. Access for vehicles is controlled by an 
electronic, video system. To gain vehicular access drivers press a buzzer, talk to the office 
and the gates are opened. Access will not be granted between 8.30 am and 9.00 am and from 
3.00 pm to 3.30 pm. Registered disabled drivers can apply for a remote opening “clicker.” 
Pedestrian access is always possible by using the side gate. 
  
We encourage people to walk to school wherever this is feasible.  However, where it is 
essential for people to use cars we ask you to consider our neighbours, other road users and 
the safety of pedestrians when you park your car near the school. 
 
The school driveway from Green Lane to the main gate is school property and  parking and 
turning in the driveway are forbidden. 
 
I am sure that you can understand the need for a strictly controlled entry system.

Travel Plan

Packed Lunches 
 
If your child prefers a packed lunch would you 
please provide a container of suitable size with 
your child’s name clearly marked on the 
outside.  We ask parents to co-operate with the 
school by not sending sweets in lunch boxes or 
for other times of the day.  During the Summer 
Term Hampshire Caterers can provide a 
Packed Lunch.   
 
 
 

 
 
Free School Meals 
 
If you are in receipt of Income Support, Job Seekers Allowance or Child Tax Credit your 
child may be entitled to free meals.  Please ask at the office for an application form.  These 
can be authorised by Hampshire Caterers.  If you do qualify but do not require a free meal 
we would ask you to complete the paperwork as there are benefits to the school based on 
free meals data. Also should your circumstances change the paper work will be in place. 
 
Snacks and Drinks 
 
All children are welcome to bring a drink for 
lunchtime.  These should be in a watertight and 
unbreakable container and should not be fizzy.  If it 
is possible to avoid sending blackcurrant, we would 
be very grateful as it stains the tables. 
 
A mid morning fruit snack is provided each day. 
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��������CHOOL MEDICAL SERVICE 
 
The doctor, dentist and nurses in the School Health Service have special experience in child 
health and development and the way in which health problems can be helped at school.  
Their advice enables children to benefit fully from their education. 
 
Medicals 
 
The school nurse visits during children's first year at school.  Some children are selected for 
medicals by the School doctor and parents are invited to attend.  The school nurse will 
contact parents if any problems are detected during routine checks.  If you have any 
concerns about your child’s health, requests for additional checks can be made at any time. 
 
Medicines/Inhalers 
 
School staff cannot be required to administer medicines.  However, at Petersgate we feel that 
there are many instances where it is best for the child to have prescribed medicines during 
the day and therefore we are prepared to do this.  In the interests of safeguarding staff and 
children we have formalised our medicine procedures in line with the county guidelines.  
Children should not have any other medication in school.  This includes such items as lip 
salve and cough sweets.  If you feel it is necessary for your child to have access to these 
items during the school day you are welcome to come to the office at a break or a lunchtime 
and administer them yourself.   
 
An adult must bring any medication into the school office. Medication will only be returned 
to an adult at the end of the day – it will not be given to a child. 
 
Procedures for Prescribed Medicines 
 
¨ Parents/Guardian should complete a form of Consent (available at office). 
¨ Medicines/Inhalers must be labelled with:     
¨ Child’s Name/Dosage/Frequency/Date/Any Other Information. 
¨ Medicine/Inhalers must be brought to and collect from the office by an adult. 
¨ They must be handed to a member of staff with completed form. 
¨ Child’s Name to be entered in the Medicines Book, hanging in cupboard, by receiver 

of medicine. 
¨ Prior to administering medicines, children’s details will be checked and a record made 

in the Medicines book. 
 
Dentist 
 
The dental surgeon periodically carries out dental screening of all pupils.  You will be 
informed if screening is to take place.  The community dental service encourages children to 
visit their own family dentist for treatment but you will have the opportunity of requesting 
that your child be treated by the community dental service if you so wish.   
 
Lost Property is collected in the medical room.  This is displayed at the end of each term 
and unclaimed property is disposed of.
